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Introduc on 
Berkeley, Inc (“Adviser”) is registered with the U.S. SecuriƟes and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) as an investment adviser. 
Brokerage and investment advisory services and fees differ, and it is important for you to understand these differences.  
There are free and simple tools available to research firms and financial professionals at h p://www.investor.gov/CRS 
which also provides educa onal materials about investment advisers, broker-dealers and inves ng. 
 

What investment services and advice can you provide me? 
• We offer investment advisory services to retail investors for an ongoing asset-based fee calculated on the 

aggregate market value of all assets under management, including allocaƟons to cash. If you open an account 
with us, we’ll meet with you to discuss your investment goals, design a strategy to achieve your investment 
goals, and regularly monitor your account. This usually includes a review of your financial planning goals. The 
beƩer we idenƟfy and monitor your progress the more likely we can help you achieve those goals.  

• You can choose an account that allows us to buy and sell investments in your account without asking you in 
advance (a “discreƟonary account”) or we may give you advice and you decide what investments to buy and sell 
(a “non-discreƟonary account”). 

• We can access nearly all publicly listed stocks, bonds, and other instruments; other firms may have access to 
investments that we do not. When investments are used for our clients, we always try to obtain the lowest 
share price and minimize your trading fees. 

• Financial planning provides a foundaƟon for our recommendaƟons. You can hire us to build a financial plan. Our 
normal fee for this is usually between $2,000 and $5,000 dependent on the complexity of your situaƟon. AŌer 
our iniƟal planning services, we include full ongoing planning services as part of the ongoing asset-based 
management fee.

What fees will I pay? 

• If you retain us for investment management, you will pay an on-going asset-based fee at the end of each 
quarter for our services, based on the value of the cash and investments in your advisory account. Our ongoing 
asset-based fee schedule is listed at hƩps://www.berkeleyinc.com/faqs.html#fees 

• Fees and costs affect the value of your account over Ɵme. Please ask your financial professional to give you 
personalized informaƟon on the fees and costs that you will pay. 

• The amount paid to our firm or your advisor does not vary based on the type of investments we select on your 
behalf. The asset-based fee reduces the value of your account as it will be deducted from your account. 

• Some investments (such as mutual funds and variable annuiƟes) impose addiƟonal fees that reduce the value of 
your investment over Ɵme. If we recommend any investments or insurance products with fees it will not directly 
influence our recommendaƟons. We do not receive any compensaƟon from any insurance or investment 
company. You, the client, are the only source of our compensaƟon.   

• Our fees vary and are negoƟable. The amount you pay will depend, for example, on the services you receive and 
the amount of assets in your account. 

• Occasionally, you will pay a transacƟon fee when we buy and sell an investment for you. You may also pay fees 
to a broker-dealer or bank that will hold your assets (called “custody”). 

• The more assets you have in the advisory account, the more you will pay us. We, therefore, have an incenƟve to 
increase the assets in your account in order to increase our fees. You pay our fee quarterly even if we do not 
buy or sell in your account(s). 

• Remember, you will pay fees and costs whether you make or lose money on your investments. Fees and costs 
will reduce any amount of money you make on your investments over Ɵme. Please make sure you understand 
what fees and costs you are paying.

What are your legal obliga ons to me when ac ng as my investment adviser? How else does your 
firm make money and what conflicts of interest do you have? 

 
• We must abide by certain laws and regulaƟons in our interacƟons with you. 
• We are held to a fiduciary standard that covers our enƟre investment advisory relaƟonship with you.  
• We benefit from the advisory services we provide to you by charging you a flat fee for financial planning or 

asset-based fees. 
• When we act as your investment adviser, we have to act in your best interest and not put our interest ahead of 

yours. At the same Ɵme, the way we make money creates some conflicts with your interests. You should 
understand and ask us about these conflicts because they can affect the investment advice we provide you. For 
example:  

While we do not sell any products or pay fees for referrals, we are usually compensated by the amount 
of money we manage for clients. A possible conflict of interest could exist if, for example, our 
recommendaƟon involves moving money from an account that we manage into an outside account or 
for the paydown of debt.

BERKELEY, INC. does not use a performance-based fee 
structure because of the potenƟal conflict of interest. Performance-based compensaƟon may create an incenƟve for the 
adviser to recommend an investment that may carry a higher degree of risk to the client.
